I myself mainly
do radio commercials, but sometimes I'm lucky enough to get a chance to record
a children's story. That's a wonderful challenge because there are lots of different
characiers and each one needs its own special voice. Fortunately, I have a good ear
for the way people speak, so whenever I need to create a voice for a new role, I can _

imitate the tones and accents I've heard in conversations around me.
You've just finished a 10-hour workday. Do you usually work such long days?

Yes, professional voice actors like me often spend 9 to 12 hours in the recording
studio. There's a lot of work to be done: We need to read the text we're going to
record, practice our lines, and get feedback from the director. Ther we make the

actual recording, and it can take a long time to get everything exactly right.
Do you remember your first job?

Yes, of course, but what I remember most is that it took me almost a year to get it. I
started out by making recordings of the different voices I can do and sending them
to dozens of agencies. Then I had to wait several months until T was invited to an
audition, because directors aren't very eager to work with someone new. But I kept
trying and didn't give up. And now I work in & profession that is never boring, and
actually make money doing something I love.
