Camera  Kids  Project

If you visit Mexico City you may be surprised to see groups of children walking

around with cameras and taking pictures. These children are part of a special project

called Camera Kids.

Janet Simpson, a photographer, started Camera Kids in 1996 for children who live in

the poor neighborhoods of Mexico City. She wanted to teach the children something

that would help them get jobs when they grow up. Every year she chooses twenty

children to join the project. She visits schools and asks the teachers to recommend

children who are good students. But Janet also accepts kids who are not such good

students. "Sometimes the photography project helps them to work harder and do

better in school," explains Janet.

The children participate in the project for three years. Each of them gets free photography

lessons and a camera. The children take pictures of their families, friends and their

neighborhoods. The best pictures are shown in museums in Mexico City.

Sometimes the Camera Kids project also sends students to other countries. For

example, 17 year-old Linda Morales went to New York City where she talked to

school children about the project. Jimmy Ortega, 18 years old, went to London to

study photography for a year.

"Camera Kids gives children hope for a better future," says Janet Simpson.
