YOUNG PEOPLE AND READING

People think that young readers today prefer to read digital books. However, according
to a recent telephone survey, a large number of young Americans still read printed
books™ and even spend time in libraries. In this survey, Professor Peter Adams and his
team from Newport University interviewed 3,000 young people between the ages of

16 and 25 about their reading habits.

When Adams asked, "Do you prefer printed or digital books?" more than 80% of the
young people in the survey said that when they read for fun at home they still read
printed books. They explained that they enjoy holding a printed book in their hands
more than an electronic device. However, over 65% of high school students prefer
digital books when they do homework. Digital books are popular because they include

dictionaries and useful learning activities.

Another question in the survey was "How often do you go to the library?". Adams
thought that young people don't go to the library anymore. So, he was surprised by
their answers. More than 50% said they use the library at least once a month. One
teen told Adams, "As much as I love digital books, I go to the library because it has
such a large variety of printed books." When Adams asked what they do at the library,
70% answered that they borrow books, 20% read newspapers and magazines and 40%
