For example, they had to produce their own
electricity and even find their own water. The scientists in charge of the project used special
equipment to observe the volunteers from a laboratory outside the cave. The most important finding
15 was that all the participants soon lost their sense of time. Without natural light and without watches,
they didn't know whether it was day or night or how much time they spent doing their tasks.
Normally, people wake up in the morning when it is light and go to sleep when it is dark. In the cave,

they went to sleep whenever they felt tired or when they completed their tasks.
